VTrans over issues regarding VT RT 116 through the Village; heard the latest about 
development of the FY08 UPWP; commented on the CCMPO committee 
restructuring put forward by the Strategic Planning Committee; and received a 
demonstration on the visualization capabilities of Google Earth.

A. Metrics/Data/Surveys that aid in the planning process 20% Complete 
Ridecheck Project The system-wide survey of boardings and de-boardings data 
collection is approaching completion and compilation of the data will begin shortly.  
 
Link Express Surveys.   Staff is continuing to survey the Middlebury and St. Albans 
Link routes. Additionally, responses from the Montpelier Link surveys have led to the 
creation of a follow-up survey which will be administered to riders of the 7:45 AM 
Montpelier Link during January.  
 
Transfer Analysis.  An analysis of the use of transfers in the CCTA system is underway. 
The analysis will consider from which routes transfers are issued and to which route 
transfers are made. The analysis will also account for pass holders (for example monthly 
passes and Medicaid passes) who are transferring but not using paper transfers and are 
instead using their passes to access the next leg of their trip. 
 
B. Service Planning 55% Complete 
 
Essex Junction Downtown Routing.   Staff is studying the path the Essex Junction route 
follows in downtown Burlington. Specifically, the portion of the route along Pearl Street 
and the level of ridership along that segment is being considered.   
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Old North End Loop Analysis of the Old North End Loop is ongoing. Staff is working 
on drafting a summary memo concerning the findings based on a previously completed 
origin-destination survey and the soon to be completed ridecheck data. 

 
D.  Human Service/Paratransit Transportation Planning 50% Complete 
 
ADA Costs: We are researching additional methods of controlling ADA costs, while still 
providing needed services.  
 
Some E&D Partner agencies have limited the transportation they will support and are 
denying some trip requests that they would have supported in the past. 
 
Attended a meeting and supplied a few pages of answers to questions posed by the 
Chittenden County RoVER group.    
 
E.  Long Term and Capital Planning 60% Complete 
 
Cherry Street Sign System:  The system is in the process of installation.  We are 
reviewing exact sign graphic display specifications.  
 
Passenger Shelters.  The BHS Outbound shelter received its permit and will be installed 
as weather allows. The new shelter at Home Ave @ Shelburne Rd. is still in the 
permitting process.  Due to ridership increases since Champlain College joined the 
CATMA and CCTA unlimited access program, we obtained a temporary shelter for use 
by Champlain College and will build two permanent ones (they are paying for one).  We 
are also working with Champlain and the City of Burlington on a mid-block crosswalk. 
 
Cherry St. Station Repairs.  No activity.    
 
Bus Storage Expansion 
We pre-qualified 4 of the 8 respondents, are working with the architects and attorney on 
some contract and insurance language, and are obtaining our own cost estimate prior to 
going out to bid.     
 
Burlington Downtown Transit Station.  We have been encouraging the City of Burlington 
to consider the DET building on Pearl Street as a site for this project.   Tiffany and I 
attended a public meeting where the City’s consultants ranked potential sites against 
CCTA’s needs which we provided prior to the site selection process.  The DET site was 
best able to meet current and future needs.  I continue to provide support to the City’s 
consultant on this project with a variety of details about our operations as they relate to 
the needs for a much improved facility.  We are currently working on an update of a 
transfer analysis for use in the project planning.  
 
Burlington Transportation Plan.  We are considering transit feedback from the December 
meeting and the legacy project meeting.   
 
Route 2 Corridor.  Briefed the CCTA board on the project and the potential transit 
improvements.  
  
Route 15 Corridor.   No activity.
